Year 7 First Snapshot Report 
 
The first of our reports for Year 7 students is now available through Go4schools and can be accessed through the front

The purpose of this snapshot report is to give you a quick update on progress and attitudes in lessons ‘at a glance’. 

Students have been in school long enough to have an assessment of some kind in all their subjects. This will be reflected 

in their current grade. This will change regularly as more assessments are completed as the year goes on. 

Students have an end of year target that is derived from targets produced by FFT Aspire. The targets give an idea of 

how your child is progressing relative to their prior attainment. It can be a useful reference point as it gives a national 

benchmark however, they are only a guide. The current grade is the most important as this changes with each 

assessment that is completed and gives the best indication of whether or not your child is making progress or not as 

the year progresses.  

Subjects will also report on: 

• Attitude to learning – how well your child approaches each lesson. 

• Attendance this academic year. 

• Behaviour this academic year. 
 

There will be another snapshot report published on 22 January 2024 just before the virtual Parents’ Evening on 1 

February 2024. A full report will be available on 15 July 2024.
