8 January - Year 11 Parents’ Evening

timetable and revise efficiently and with purpose.

9 February - Provisional GCSE exam timetable

about how to support your child with GCSE revision. This event will be in school. More details will follow closer
to the time.

9 March - Core subject second mocks

Students are due to sit mocks in core subjects in this week. This will be an invaluable opportunity for students to
practise the parts of the course not yet assessed in exam conditions. It will provide a milestone for students in
their long-term revision plans and give them the best indication of how well prepared they are for the summer
and what they can hope to achieve.

21 April - Final GCSE exam timetable given to students

Students will receive their final timetable for the GCSEs during this week. This will include times, locations, tiers
and arrangements for any scheduled clashes and will be printed on green paper. If there are any problems or

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24 April - Celebration Day
An opportunity to celebrate and reflect on the journey through secondary school before the summer exams begin.

8 June - Year 11 formal lessons finish

The best way for students to prepare for exams is to work with the expert guidance of their teachers who are
delivering a planned programme of revision. This will include exam specific skills as well as a thorough recap of
all relevant material from the course. From this date all students will be on study leave.

24 June - GCSE contingency date
In the event an exam is rescheduled by the exam board, this is the final date it can be timetabled for. Students
must be available until this date (JCQ national guidance). It is not a re-sit date, students cannot choose to sit an
exam on this date if they miss one.

26 June - Leavers’ Prom!
This is held in our Performing Arts Centre and is the official leaving day for your child from Soham Village College.

20 August - GCSE Results Day
Results can be collected from Beechurst Hall between 10am and 12 noon.

The year group have worked consistently hard to put themselves in an excellent position as the final exams
approach. We will do everything we can to maintain their focus and the high standards they have set. We reserve
the right to withdraw the privilege to attend Celebration Day or the Prom if a student’s conduct falls below an
acceptable level.
