The earlier I receive the completed form back, the greater the chance of your child being 
allocated their main choice. Any applications received after this date may not be accepted, and please 
ensure subject choices are not duplicated. Once CRC have received the applications and confirmed 
which session students will be participating in, I will inform students via their form tutor.
