This year’s Year 11 Prom will be taking place on Friday 26th June in the Performing Arts Centre (PAC).

The cost to attend the Prom is £22.50. If your child wishes to attend the evening, please complete and 
submit the electronic consent form on this link: Year 11 Annual Prom Consent Form Friday 26 June 2026 – 
Fill out form or via the QR code, together with making payment via ParentPay by Friday 12 June. 
 
Vehicles will be using the College’s Beechurst entrance (on Sand Street) and therefore all spectators will be 
located in Beechurst car park. The entrance and driveway is a 2-way road wide enough for 2 cars to pass 
each other but larger vehicles would find this difficult. Please note that no vehicles will be permitted to queue 
on the main road, if there is a build-up of vehicles you may be asked to circle round.  
 
Please be aware that turn-out is likely to be extremely high and the area around the entrance will be crowded 
so we cannot guarantee a clear view of students’ arrivals. Therefore, we recommend that any photos are 
taken before the students’ arrival to avoid disappointment and so the students can celebrate with their friends. 
We also ask that when students leave the prom at the end of the night they are respectful to the local 
residents.  
 
This year, FoSVC have booked a loaded fries van and an ice cream van which will be located outside the 
prom for members of the public.  
 
There is an expectation of basic conduct in school, and College staff reserve the right to withdraw permission 
for a student to attend Prom if it is felt that it would compromise the enjoyment of other students or staff. It 
would be a real shame to remove this privilege so I hope that students will continue to conduct themselves in 
an appropriate manner until they leave.
